Letter to Parents explaining this week’s content
Carta para los padres explicando el contenido de esta semana

Math: This week your child will be introduced to 3-D shapes. This will build off their
knowledge of 2-D shapes that they learned last week. In first grade, students will need
to be able to identify and describe 3-D shapes by describing the attributes in the chart
below. Students will need to understand that 2D shapes are different from 3-D shapes
(i.e. a square is FLAT and has 4 sides and 4 vertices, a cube is SOLID and has 6 faces,
8 vertices (or corners) and 12 edges (or sides).

Matematicas: Esta semana su hijo/a se le ensenara las figuras en 3-D (3
Dimensiones). Esto respaldara el conocimiento de las figuras de 2-D que aprendieron
la semana pasada. En primer grado, los estudiantes deben saber identificar y describir
las figuras de 3-D describiendo los atributos en la cuadrilla a continuacién. Los
estudiantes deben entender que las figuras 2D son diferentes a las figuras 3-D (ej. un
cuadrado es plano y tiene 4 lados y vértices, un cubo es Sélido y tiene 6 caras, 8
vértices (0 esquinas) y 12 bordes (lados).

Use paper and pen if you don’t have access to a sidewalk area
or chalk, to do the same where they can throw an object onto the board. See below for
examples.

Step 1 Build your 3-D castle

This week in science students will learn about sound! They will learn the vocabulary
words sound waves, vibration, pitch, and volume. We will discuss how the rate of the
vibration will determine the pitch. If the vibration is fast the pitch will be high (like a
whistle) and if the vibration is slow the pitch will be low (like a thunderstorm).

Students will create an instrument at home using recyclable materials and other
household items. In the video students will learn how to make a drum using a balloon
and a tin can. Listed below are some other ideas your child can do to create musical
instruments. Once your child has created his/her musical instrument upload a photo or
video to your child’s Dojo Portfolio. Your student will then be able to share his or her
musical instrument on Friday during the class Zoom Meeting, they will be able to
perform a concert with the class to showcase their musical instruments!
