Letter to Parents explaining this week’s content
Carta para los padres explicando el contenido de esta semana

Math/Matematicas:

This week your child will be introduced to 3-Dimensional Shapes. In Kindergarten, your
child will need to know the names of the shapes below and will also need to be able to
identify how many sides, corners, and the number of faces each shape has, as
displayed in the chart below. Here is a great sing-along for 3D Shapes: 3-D _Shape
Song.

Esta semana su hijo/a sera introducido a las formas tridimensionales. En K2, su hijo/a
necesitara saber los nombres de las formas de abajo y también debera ser capaz de
identificar cuantos lados, esquinas y el numero de caras tiene cada forma, como se
muestra en la tabla de abajo. Aqui hay una cancion para las formas 3D: 3-D Shape

Song.

Students also need to understand that 2-D Shapes and 3-D Shapes are different. In
other words, a circle is not the same thing as a sphere. 2-D Shapes are FLAT, while 3-D
Shapes are SOLID. This is a fun game for students to learn the difference between 2D
and 3D Shapes: 2D Shapes vs. 3D Shapes.

Los estudiantes necesitan entender que las formas 2D y las formas 3D son diferentes.
En otras palabras, un circulo no es los mismo que un esfero. Formas de 2D son planas,
y las formas de 3D son sdlidas. Aqui esta un juego divertido para que los estudiantes
aprendan a conocer la diferencia entre formas 2D y 3D: 2D Shapes vs. 3D Shapes.

Students will also need to know if the 3-D Shape can Roll, Stack, or Slide. For example,
a Sphere can roll, it cannot stack, and it cannot slide. Use the Chart Below to help your
child determine what shapes can roll, stack, or slide. Also, the Stack, Slide, or Roll Song
is a great way to help your child understand which shapes can roll, stack, or slide.

Los estudiantes también deben saber si las formas de 3D pueden rodar, pilar, o
deslizar. Por ejemplo, un esfero puede rodar por no se puede pilar y no puede deslizar.
Use la tabla abajo para ayudar a su hijo/a a determinar cuales formas pueden rodar,
pilar o deslizar. También, la cancion: Stack, Slide, or Roll Song es una gran forma para
ayudar a su hijo/a a entender cuales formas puede rodar, pilar o deslizar.

Here are some questions you can ask your student
Aqui hay algunas preguntas que puede hacer al estudiante:

In this week’s Network Math Video & Zoom session, your child will learn more about 3-D Shapes. Encourage your child
to find 3-D shapes at home and in the world all around them, some examples include soup cans (cylinders), tissue
boxes (cubes/ rectangular prisms), and balls (spheres). Students will also be asked to create a Shape Castle as a fun
project (see resources below).
En la sesion de Matematicas y Zoom de esta semana, su hijo/a aprendera mas sobre las Formas 3-D. Anime a su
hijo/a a encontrar formas en 3-D en su casa y en el mundo que le rodea, algunos ejemplos incluyen latas de sopa
(cilindros), cajas de pafuelos (cubos/prismas rectangulares), y bolas (esferas). También se les pedira a los estudiantes
que creen un Castillo de Formas como un proyecto divertido (ver recursos abajo).

Can that shape slide?/; Puede esa forma deslizarse?

Ask your child to find a 3-D shape in your house and identify the name of the
shape. (Ex. A soup can is a cylinder, a ball is a sphere)/Pidale a su hijo/a que
busque una forma tridimensional en su casa e identifique el nombre de la forma.
(Por ejemplo, una lata de sopa es un cilindro, una pelota es una esfera)

In Kindergarten, students are also expected to learn how to skip count by 2’s and 10’s.

Reading/Lectura

What should my kindergartener be doing to practice reading?

It is really important to make sure your child is reading every day. The two stories
found in the resources (below) are stories that they will read with their teachers in their
video (above) and in their Phonics Zoom class. Make sure to have your child reread the
stories to you multiple times to build their confidence, fluency, & expression!
¢ Qué deberia hacer mi hijo/a para practicar la lectura?

Es muy importante asegurarse de que su hijo/a esté leyendo todos los dias. Las
dos historias que se encuentran en los recursos (abajo) son historias que los
estudiantes leeran con sus maestros en su video (arriba) y en su clase de Zoom de
fonética. Asegurese de que su hijo/a le lea las historias varias veces para aumentar su
confianza, fluidez y expresién!

What sounds should my Kindergartener Know?

At this point in the school year your child should know all of their letter names
and sounds & they should know the sounds that the digraphs ch, sh, th, ng, and
qu make. If your child needs more help with their letter & digraph sounds you can have
your student watch the beginning of Ms. Hale’s Phonics Video (Click on Ms. Hale's
Phonics Video) again and you can help your child create flashcards so that your
kindergartener can review these sounds daily.

¢ Qué sonidos deberia conocer mi hijo/a?

En este momento del afio escolar su hijo/a debe saber todos los nombres de las
letras y los sonidos y debe saber los sonidos que los digraficos ch, sh, th, ng y qu
hacen. Si su hijo/a necesita mas ayuda con los sonidos de las letras y los digraficos,
usted puede hacer que él vea el principio del Video de la Sra. Hale (Click on Ms.
Hale's Phonics Video) otra vez y usted puede ayudar al su hijo/a a crear tarjetas para
que ellos pueda revisar estos sonidos diariamente.

What kind of words should my kindergartener be reading?

Students should be able to read -cvc words or three letter words like pat, bed,
pit with relative ease. In March, kindergarteners were being introduced to reading 4 and
5 letter words like chip, slip, melts, & brings. These words might be a bit harder for
students but our online programing will help students start to become more confident
reading these 4 & 5 letter words!
¢ Qué clase de palabras deberia leer mi hijo/a?

Los estudiantes deben ser capaces de leer palabras de tres letras como
"palmadita", "cama", "pozo" con relativa facilidad. En Marzo, los nifios de jardin de
infantes fueron introducidos a la lectura de palabras de 4 y 5 letras como chip, slip,

melts, & brings. Estas palabras pueden ser un poco mas dificiles para los estudiantes,
pero nuestra programacion en linea ayudara a los estudiantes a empezar a tener mas
confianza en la lectura de estas palabras de 4 y 5 letras!

By the end of first grade we expect students to be able to read the words on our
Sight word list fluently: Sight Word Lists . We start practicing sight words in
kindergarten and expect students to read about % the words on the list so that by grade
1 they are ready to continue learning and building a strong foundation for reading.
Students should practice reading their sight words daily. We call them sight words or
tricky words because they don'’t follow the typical sound patterns your students have
learned. These words are also frequently found in most books. If students can read
these words quickly then they will have an easier time reading longer text!

Al final del primer grado esperamos que los estudiantes puedan leer las palabras
de nuestra lista de palabras de la vista con fluidez: Sight Word Lists.
Comenzamos a practicar las palabras a la vista en el jardin de infantes y esperamos
que los estudiantes lean sobre 2 las palabras de la lista para que para el primer grado
estén listos para continuar aprendiendo y construyendo una base solida para la lectura.
Los estudiantes deben practicar la lectura de las palabras de la vista diariamente. Las
llamamos palabras de la vista o palabras dificiles porque no siguen los patrones de
sonido tipicos que los estudiantes han aprendido.

During phonics lessons this week your child will continue to work on reading
phrases and sentences with tricky words in them. This week, we will learn two
new tricky words: from and one, as well as reviewing the previous tricky words
the, a, of, and all. We will continue reviewing all short vowels, consonant, and
digraph sounds. We will practice reading words with up to five sounds in them
while adding, omitting, and substituting sounds to make new words. We will also
read two new stories from the decodable reader Sam. The stories we will read are
included below with comprehension questions. In these stories, we will practice
reading words with apostrophes and what an apostrophe means in text.
