Continue practicing
identifying the letters and their sounds. Encourage your child to sing their letter songs:
Letters & Sounds Song! Last week your child learned how to identify beginning sounds
in words. Continue having your child identify the first sound they hear in words around
your house and in the world. Here is a beginning sound song they can sing and
exercise along to, to practice this skill: Beginning Sounds Sing & Exercise. Your child
should continue to practice writing the letters, grab a cookie sheet, spray some shaving
cream on it, and have them practice writing letters in a fun way.

ELA: This week your child will be learning how to
put three sounds together to make a word (sounds
that your children already know). They will use the
CKLA (our curriculum) method of blending these sounds together to make words. They
will practice using their hands and arms to blend (put the sounds together). This
technique takes more than just one day of practice and is something we will continue to
practice next week. The most important thing is to only use three sounds. These words
are known as CVC words (consonant, vowel, consonant).

Literatura: Esta semana su hijo/a aprendera a juntar tres sonidos para formar una
palabra (sonidos que sus hijos ya saben).

5!) JUMP! Into Spring ; )

What is the goal of the Jump! info Spring Fitness Challenge? -

This challenge has multiple goals. The first is to improve cardiovascular endurance. Secondly,

jump rope will improve dynamic balance and coordination, reflexes, bone density and muscular endurance.

The 1-minute Speed Rope Challenge

Count how many times you can successfully jump your rope in one minute.
Jumps do not need to be consecutive. Calculate your daily total on the jump rope log.

What if | don’t have a jump rope?

No problem at all! Simply perform the challenge by jumping with an invisible rope. Pretend to turn the rope
as you jurmp.

What if ’m unable to jump rope YET?

Try to perform the number of jumps listed on the JOMP Into Spring Daily Tracker with the rope. For the 1-
minute challenge, stretch the rope out on the ground. Count how many times you can jump back and forth
over the rope in one minute. Don't worry! With practice, you'll be jumping rope soon.

Choose a level that’s comfortable yet challenging for you:

Level 1 - Perform the number of jumps listed each day followed by the 1-minute speed rope challenge.

Level 2 - Double the number of jumps listed each day followed by the 1-minute speed rope challenge.

Level 3 - 7rip/e the number of jumps listed each day followed by the 1-minute speed rope challenge.
