Letter to Parents Explaining this Week’s Content
Carta Para Los Padres Explicando El Contenido De Esta Semana

Due to the Memorial Day Holiday on Monday, May 25" we will not have any remote learning plans.
Debido al dia feriado, el Lunes 25 de Mayo no tendremos ninguin plan de aprendizaje a distancia.

MATH

This week your child will be introduced to the topic of Measurement. In Kindergarten, your child will need
to describe measurable attributes of objects, such as their length, weight, height, or capacity. Students
will also need to be able to directly compare two objects with a measurable attribute in common. For
example, directly compare the heights of two children and describe one child as taller and the other as
shorter. Students will also need to be able to directly compare 3 or more objects using the terms, short,
shorter, shortest OR long, longer, longest OR tall, taller, tallest. Here is a great website for your child to
use to strengthen their measurement skills: Measurement Games

In Kindergarten, students will also have to understand that you can measure objects by using many
different types of tools. Students can measure how long or tall something is by using crayons, pencils,
paperclips, cubes, coins, etc. In order to understand how to use different tools to measure objects, we
included this anchor chart that helps to illustrate some of the rules of Measurement!

MATEMATICAS:

Esta semana su hijo/a sera introducido al tema de Medida. En el jardin de infancia, su hijo/a tendra que
describir los atributos medibles de los objetos, como su longitud, peso, altura o capacidad.

What should my kindergartener be doing to practice reading?

It is really important to make sure your child is reading every day. The two stories found in the
resources below are stories that they will read with their teachers in their video (listed above in the grid)
and in their Phonics Zoom class. Make sure to have your child re-read the stories to you multiple times to
build their confidence, fluency, & expression!

What sounds should my Kindergartener Know?

At this point in the school year your child should know all of their letter names and sounds &
they should know the sounds that the digraphs ch, sh, th, ng, and qu make. If your child needs more
help with their letter & digraph sounds you can have them watch the beginning of Ms. Hale’s Phonics
Video (Click on Ms. Hale's Phonics Video) again and you can help them create flashcards so that your
kindergartener can review these sounds daily.

What kind of words should my kindergartener be reading?

Students should be able to read -cvc words or three letter words like pat, bed, and pit with
relative ease. In March, kindergarteners were being introduced to reading 4 and 5 letter words like chip,
slip, melts, and brings. These words might be a bit harder for students but our online programing will
help them start to become more confident reading these 4 and 5 letter words!

By the end of first grade we expect students to be able to read the words on our Sight word list
fluently: Sight Word Lists We start practicing sight words in kindergarten and expect students to read
about Y2 the words on the list so that by grade 1 they are ready to continue learning and building a strong
foundation for reading. Students should practice reading their sight words daily. We call them sight words

What is the goal of the Jump! info Spring Fitness Challenge? N

This challenge has multiple goals. The first is to improve cardiovascular endurance. Secondly,

jump rope will improve dynamic balance and coordination, reflexes, bone density and muscular endurance.

The 1-minute Speed Rope Challenge

Count how many times you can successfully jump your rope in one minute.
Jumps do not need to be consecutive. Calculate your daily total on the jump rope log.

What if | don’t have a jump rope?

No problem at all! Simply perform the challenge by jumping with an invisible rope. Pretend to turn the rope
as you jump.

What if ’'m unable to jump rope YET?
