Letter to Parents Explaining This Week’s Content

Carta a los Padres Explicando el Contenido de esta Semana

Math: This week your child will be introduced to 2-Dimensional shapes. In first grade, your child will need to know the
name of the shapes below and will also need to be able to identify how many sides and how many vertices or corners
the shape has. Grade 1 students will learn about 3D shapes next week. Students need to understand that 2D & 3D
shapes are different. In other words, a square is not the same thing as a cube or a box. 2D shapes are FLAT, which is
why they are called 2-Dimensional (2D).

Matematicas: Esta semana a su hijo/a se le presentara las figuras 2-Dimensionales. En primer grado, su hijo/a debe
saber el nombre de las figuras que estan a continuacion y también tendra que saber identificar cuantos lados y
cuantos vértices o esquinas tienen las figuras. Los estudiantes en el primer grado aprenderan sobre las figuras 3D la
siguiente semana. Los estudiantes tienen que entender que las figuras 2D & 3D son diferentes. En otras palabras, un
cuadrado no es lo mismo que un cubo o una caja. Las figuras 2D son PLANAS, por lo que estas son llamadas
2-Dimensionales (2D).

Encourage your child to find shapes at home and
in the world all around them. Students will also be asked to create a Shape Monster as a fun project (see resources
below).

Grammar Concepts: Students will be learning how to tell the difference between singular & plural nouns. Singular
nouns name one person, place, or thing. Plural nouns name more than one person, place or thing.

For example a singular noun would be one cat. When we have more than one cat, it is a plural noun and we say “three
cats”. The simple English rule is that you add an s to the end of the word to make it plural.

Por ejemplo un sustantivo singular seria un gato. Cuando tenemos mas de un gato, es un sustantivo plural y decimos

The exceptions to the rule, are when the word ends in sh, ch, x, or s then you need to add an es to the
end of the word.

For example box — boxes or church - churches

Teachers will describe singular & plural noun rules in their video & on their zoom session this week. At home, you can
quiz your child by asking “How do | say more than one____.” For example “How do | say more than one book?
books! You made the noun plural! You can also find practice pages below.

Students will also be learning about the difference between a statement and a question. Students need to know that a
statement is when you are telling someone something, and a question is when you are asking someone something.
Statements end in periods, and questions end with a question mark.

“Can | eat a cookie” Is that a statement or a question? It is a question. You can then ask your child to describe what
punctuation they need to place at the end, either a question mark or a period.
