Sight word soccer: This sight word game is perfect for your little soccer players! Write out sight
words on index cards and tape them to cones (or buckets, cups, etc). Have kids dribble between
the markers and read the words as they go. When they get to the end, they get to take a shot at
the goal.

Sight word run: Try this reading and running game the next time your kids need to burn off some
energy. You'll need some sight word flashcards or index cards with words written on them for this
activity. Write out the same words on the ground with sidewalk chalk. Kids select a word, read it,
and then run to a spot you’ve selected (it could be a tree or a fence, as close or as far as is
appropriate for your child’s energy level.) Then they run back and find the word on the ground.
Repeat until you run out of words, or the kids are worn out!

Sight word water game:Write out sight words on the ground with sidewalk chalk (kids can help
with this). Dunk large sponges in a bucket of water and take turns reading and throwing the
sponge at each sight words. This would be a fun game to play with water balloons too!

Sight word twister:For this variation on the classic game, you can tape flashcards to a real Twister
board if you have one, or just draw your own with sidewalk chalk. Read a word, and have kids
find it on the board and put a hand or foot on it. You can call out a body part (right foot, left hand),
or to make it easier for young kids, let them decide.

This game takes off of the classic game of Go-Fish! The goal is to make the most pairs
that add up to 10.
El objetivo es hacer la mayor cantidad de pares que sumen 10.

Step 1: Each player is dealt 5 cards. The remainder of the cards are placed in the center.
Paso 1: cada jugador recibe 5 cartas. El resto de las tarjetas se colocan en el centro.

Step 2: Each player examines their cards and places cards that add up to ten aside. Each
player records the combinations they made on a piece of paper.

Paso 2: Cada jugador examina sus cartas y coloca cartas que suman hasta diez a un lado.

Step 3: Replace the cards that were taken out so each player is holding 5 cards.

For example: If you are
playing with Sally you ask, “Sally do you have 7+3 which equals 10?”

Go Fish (With a Twist) by Motion Math

Kids Tob\ Store/Tienda de Mitos

This is a great version of play that you can create with your student! The goal is to introduce
students to paying for items with play money or real money. As well as exposing them to the
understanding of making change.

Use a piece of paper and
tape to put a price on the selected items. In first grade, items should be labeled at a dollar
amount (ex: 2% or 5% or 109$).

Use un
trozo de papel y cinta para poner precio a los articulos seleccionados. En primer grado, los
articulos deben estar etiquetados en una cantidad en doélares (por ejemplo: 2$05$ 0 10 $).
Step 3: Give each child an allowance that they can spend at the toy store using real or fake
money. (ex: 10.05 or 20.10%) . Emphasize that they cannot spend more than their allowance!

Step 4: The kids can “shop” at the toy store. As they select items to buy they will write down the
cost of each item and add them up until they are out of money.
