Letter to Parents Explaining This Week’s Content
Carta a los Padres Explicando el Contenido de esta Semana

Math: This week your student will be introduced to 2-Dimensional shapes. In kindergarten, your child will need to know
the name of the shapes below and will also need to be able to identify how many sides and how many vertices or
corners the shape has. Students will learn about 3D shapes next week. Students need to understand that 2D & 3D
shapes are different. In other words, a square is not the same thing as a cube or a box. 2D shapes are FLAT, which is
why they are called 2-Dimensional (2D). Here are some great sing alongs for 2D Shapes: Singing Walrus Shape Song,
Jack Hartman Shapes or Longer Shape Song.

Matematicas: Esta semana a su hijo/a se le presentara las figuras 2-Dimensionales. En kindergarten, su hijo/a debe
saber el nombre de las figuras que estan a continuacion y también tendra que saber identificar cuantos lados y
cuantos vértices o esquinas tienen las figuras. Los estudiantes en el primer grado aprenderan sobre las figuras 3D la
siguiente semana. Los estudiantes tienen que entender que las figuras 2D & 3D son diferentes. En otras palabras, un
cuadrado no es lo mismo que un cubo o una caja. Las figuras 2D son PLANAS, por lo que estas son llamadas
2-Dimensionales (2D). Aqui hay canciones que puede ayudar a su hijo/a conocer los figuras 2D: Singing Walrus
Shape Song, Jack Hartman Shapes o Longer Shape Song.

Reading/Lectura
What should my kindergartener be doing to practice reading?

It is really important to make sure your child is reading every day. The two stories found in the resources below
are stories that your child will read with their teachers in the video above and in their Phonics Zoom session. Make sure
to have your child reread the stories to you multiple times to build their confidence, fluency, & expression!
¢ Qué debe hacer mi hijo de kinder para practicar la lectura?

What sounds should my Kindergartener Know?

At this point in the school year your child should know all of their letter names and sounds & they should
know the sounds that the digraphs ch, sh, th, ng, and qu make. If your child needs more help with their letter &
digraph sounds you can have them watch the beginning of Ms. Hale’s Phonics Video (Click on Ms. Hale's Phonics
Video) again and you can help your child create flashcards so that your kindergartener can review these sounds daily.
¢ Qué sonidos debe saber mi hijo/a de kindergarten?

En este punto del afio escolar, su hijo/a debe conocer todos los nombres de letras y sonidos, y debe saber
los sonidos que hacen los digrafos ch, sh, th, ng y qu. Si su hijo/a necesita mas ayuda con sus sonidos de letras y
digrafos, deje que ellos vea el comienzo del video de fonética de la Srta. Hale (Click on Ms. Hale's Phonics Video).y
puede ayudar a su hijo/a a crear tarjetas para que pueda revisar estos sonidos diario.

What kind of words should my kindergartener be reading?

Students should be able to read CVC words or three letter words like pat, bed, pit with relative ease. In March,
kindergarteners were being introduced to reading 4 and 5 letter words like chip, slip, melts, & brings. These words
might be a bit harder for students but our online programing will help your child start to become more confident reading
these 4 & 5 letter words!
¢ Qué tipo de palabras deberia leer mi hijo/a de kindergarten?

Los estudiantes deben poder leer palabras CVC o palabras de tres letras como pat, bed, pit con relativa
facilidad. En marzo, comenzé a ensefiara los nifios de kindergarten a leer palabras de 4 y 5 letras como chip, slip,
melts y brings. Estas palabras pueden ser un poco mas dificiles para los estudiantes, pero nuestra programacién en
linea ayudara a su hijo/a a comenzar a tener mas confianza al leer estas palabras de 4 y 5 letras!

We start practicing sight words (Sight Word Lists) in kindergarten and expect students to read about %2 the words on
the list so that by grade 1 they are ready to continue learning and building a strong foundation for reading. Your child
should practice reading their sight words daily. We call them sight words or tricky words because they don’t follow the
typical sound patterns kindergarteners have learned. These words are also frequently found in most books. If students
can read these words quickly then they will have an easier time reading longer text!

Comenzamos a practicar palabras de vista (Sight Word Lists) en el kindergarten y esperamos que los estudiantes
lean aproximadamente la mitad de las palabras de la lista para que en el grado 1 estan listos para continuar
aprendiendo y construyendo una base soélida para la lectura.

Los llamamos palabras visuales o palabras engafiosas porque no siguen los patrones de sonido tipicos que sus
alumnos han aprendido. Estas palabras también se encuentran con frecuencia en la mayoria de los libros. Si los
estudiantes pueden leer estas palabras rapidamente, jentonces les sera mas facil leer textos mas largos!

Place these words on a piece of paper and have your child practice spelling these words in fun ways! Have them spell
these words out loud as they practice. For example “0”-"f’ of! Grab a cookie sheet; spray some shaving cream on it for a
fun way to spell the words. They can also build the words with playdough or practice spelling with sidewalk chalk!
Remember if your child already can read these 4 words, have them practice with other words from the Sight Word
Lists. Here is a link to some sight word games: Sight Word Games
